Nick Craig – 2011 UK Yachtsman of the Year! 
Congratulations to FPSC sailor Nick Craig who has 
been named as the Yachting Journalists’ Association 
(YJA) Yachtsman of the Year for 2011. 

 

The announcement was made at an awards 
ceremony held at Trinity House, London. Nick not 
only won the highly competitive OK World 
Championship in 2011 but in doing so also became 
the only person ever to hold the World, UK National 
and Inland championship titles. He also won the 
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RS400 National championship. To conclude an 
outstanding year, Nick's fifth Endeavour Trophy victory 
drew him level with Mike Holmes and Geoff Carveth as 
the most successful sailor in the event's 50 year-history 
and, by extension, the most successful British amateur 
dinghy sailor of all time. 

The Endeavour Championship is an annual invitation 
only event, held at Burnham-on-Crouch, to determine 
the overall dinghy champion of champions from the 
UK's most popular dinghy racing classes. Winning the 
Endeavour Trophy is and always has been recognised 
as an ultimate dinghy racing achievement. So to win 
five times, representing different classes throughout the 
years, puts Nick amongst the most versatile and 
talented dinghy sailors in the world. 

Also nominated for the award were Ben Ainslie for his 
successes in the Finn class (which last year included 
victory in the Olympic test event Sail for Gold at 
Weymouth) and Dee Caffari, who became the first 
triple, female and non-stop circumnavigator when 
placing sixth in the Barcelona World Race. The trophy 
was presented to Nick by Geoff Holt MBE, the 2010 
YJA Pantaenius Yachtsman of the Year winner.   

Flying To Australia 
Chris Emmet, Rutland Sailability 
Editor’s Note: FPS racers will know Chris from his 
numerous successes in the 303 2 person class with 
crew Malcolm Kirk. A keen sailor and an intrepid 
traveller, his experience will make especially interesting 
reading for those heading to Sydney! 

There are three ways to endure the 23 hour plane trip 
to Australia: 

1.  Mortgage the house and buy a first-class ticket. 

2.  Join the masses in the economy class. 

3.  Have your brain surgically removed, and then re-
implanted on arrival at your destination. 

My wife Gwyndra, adult son Mark and myself in a 
wheelchair, decided on option number 2 when going to 
visit our daughter who lives near Sydney. 

This is the fourth time we've done long haul, and our 
experiences may be handy for others.  Although it was 
expensive to hire a taxi from our home in 
Loughborough to Birmingham, we saved the huge 
airport parking fees, as well as the stress of worrying 
about what time to leave home. 

When I booked the tickets, and at the airport check-in 
desk, I made it quite clear what disabilities I have, and I 
was transferred into an airport wheelchair as my 
manual wheelchair is taken away as baggage.  (I would 

not risk taking my expensive electric wheelchair on 
the plane and had pre-booked a power chair from a 
hire company in Australia).  

As usual, people with mobility problems are expected 
to be at the boarding gate half an hour before other 
travellers, and as usual, we totally ignored this advice 
and hid behind a pillar until most other people had 
boarded, saving us another half an hour of cramped 
seating on the plane!!  To get to my seat, I had to 
transfer to the narrow, elbow bashing, knuckle 
scraping aisle chair. 

We had pre-booked vegetarian meals, not because 
we dislike meat, but because we knew we would be 
served first and therefore enjoy hotter food. Trips to 
the loo were not as frequent as on terra firma, 
because of the plane's relentless air-conditioning 
system.   

When the time came, it was back into the aisle chair, 
to be dragged to the jumbo jet’s toilet block.  The 
very helpful air stewards curtained off one of the tiny 
little toilets, to enable Gwyndra to help me. 

 

Dubai Airport Duty Free Shopping Area 

After 8 hours of watching endless videos and eating 
strange meals from plastic trays, we landed at Dubai 
for two hours to change planes.   

I was transferred into another uncomfortable airport 
wheelchair, pushed at breakneck speed by a surly, 
non English speaking attendant, to the connecting 
plane. Although I had lost my independence, 
Gwyndra and Mark were with me, and none of us 
had to endure the stress of finding the way through 
the airport. (We also missed the gold section of the 
duty free shops!). 

After another thirteen hours at 40,000 feet, we finally 
reach Sydney.  It took us a little longer than the 
others to disembark, because disabled people have 
to leave the plane last, and my manual wheelchair 
(virtually unmarked) would arrive on a different 
carousel to the cases. 
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Smiles at last as the family was reunited!

From Light Airs To On Air

Radio has been a passion for me for as long as I can 
remember. The evidence! In the 70’s - recording Fluff 
and 'Pick of the Pops' with a mike in front of the radio 
and a ‘Keep Out’ sign on the bedroom door! 

Second-hand reel to reel for 12th birthday and lots of 
editing with a chinograph pencil and cutter (which I still 
have!) – great fun. 

Portsmouth Hospital Broadcasting, mobile discos – and 
lots of stories, Radio Victory, BBC Bristol, St Mary’s 
Hospital, Bedford - whilst doing the Masters at 
Cranfield and more recently, The SkillSet ‘Route Into 
Radio Programme’. 

Looking back, to be honest, I blame the Careers 
Master!!  (part time as he was also the Music teacher!). 
There I was with Grade 1 English Lit and Language 
and great feedback on my stories and essays – and the 
Careers Master suggests I should do English at A-
level…and teach.  

So some years later and I am a Chartered Engineer, 
MD, NED etc – and wishing I had continued to write 
and talk! I worked my way up the qualification  and 
career greasy poles with some success – so lots of real 
life experience there - then came some unexpected 
challenges. 

 Around 2002, whilst I was an MD in the UK and VP in 
Europe, flying endlessly, I got a pain in the neck…then 
I developed what I called a ‘John Wayne walk’. After 
months of tests they found a ‘fatty lump’ in my spinal 

cord, just where the neck pain had been.  

We practiced ‘wait and see’ until the neck pain was 
unbearable and the airport trolleys were holding me 
up! Operations followed – the last on my 50th 
birthday, having ‘Happy Birthday’ sung to me by 2 
physios! Another challenge was that all this meant I 
became a wheelchair user. 

Friends suggested I go back to radio – as they said – 
“we all know you can talk, and you can do radio 
seated - mostly!”  Importantly, they also muttered 
something about being great at connecting with 
people and winning over an audience…………….. 

I saw the SkillSet ‘Route Into Radio’ course 
advertised in Radio Mag – the course was the 3rd 
pilot nationally and to be held in Hants and IOW. The 
programme was sponsored by SkillSet in conjunction 
with SEEDA. Before I applied for the ‘Route Into 
Radio’ placement, I never thought I could get back to 
radio, with the shifts in technology and the turbulence 
from legislation, rationalisation, etc. From nowhere I 
actually managed Distinctions for both the Units I 
took as part of a Diploma in Media Studies, which 
were required for the Route Into Radio course.   

My in-station placement was with the BBC in 
Southampton. Just by ‘being around’ at the joint radio 
and TV studios, I have been involved in undercover 
radio and TV features on the trains, written and 
presented a series called Radio Coach. My work and 
interviews went to air on BBC Solent, national BBC 
Radio 4 (‘You & Yours’) and BBC South Today TV. 

 

So – What about the Express FM Sunday Breakfast 
Show? I was really excited to be offered the Sunday 
Breakfast Show – I have been able to design the 
format, features and even the jingles, using ideas I 
have had for many years for a breakfast show! 

I like to give our listeners a fast moving, feature-rich 
Show. There is just 1 rule on the Sunday Breakfast 
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The Origin of Nautical Terms No.7 
The Bitter End – not a seasonal reference to the 
wintry weather but as in “to the limits of one’s efforts 
or to the last extremity”. 

Captain Smith, in his publication Seaman's 
Grammar, 1627, is the earliest known citation of the 
phrase in print:  

"A Bitter is but the turne of a Cable about the Bitts, 
and veare it out by little and little. And the Bitters end 
is that part of the Cable doth stay within boord." 

A bitt is a post fastened in the deck of a ship, for 
fastening cables and ropes. When a rope is played 
out to the bitter end, it means there is no more rope 
to be used. So if the water was deeper than 
anticipated the anchor rope would pay out to the 
bitter end . . . ooops!
